General Conditions of Award of a Bursary or Scholarship

1. Obligations of the Pupil.   Any pupil in receipt of a Bursary or Scholarship is expected to work hard and contribute positively to the life and ethos of the School.  Good behaviour and general adherence to the School’s codes of conduct are expected at all times.

2. Obligations of the Parent(s).  The parent(s) is (are) expected to support and encourage the pupil to achieve his or her obligations and to uphold the aims and the good name of the School.   The parent(s) is (are) also required to pay the balance of the account by the first day of term.

3. Withdrawal of the Award.   The Award may be withdrawn by written notice sent to a parent if, in the opinion of the Governors on receipt of advice from the Headmaster or Bursar, the pupil or a parent has not complied with the obligations set out in Paragraphs 1 and 2 above or otherwise the pupil has fallen below the required standards of conduct and progress and in the further opinion of the Governors there has been no significant improvement following consultation with a parent and/or the pupil and a written warning.  Withdrawal of the Award shall take effect from the start of the following term.  Further, the Award may be withdrawn by written notice if the balance of the account remains unpaid 28 days after a written reminder has been sent to the parents.

4. Fees in Lieu of Notice.   For the avoidance of doubt, the benefits payable under an Award do not apply to any term for which the School has required payment of fees in lieu of notice.

5. Terms and Conditions.  These Conditions of Award take precedence over any of the School’s terms and conditions that are inconsistent with them but in all other respects the School general terms and conditions as amended from time to time shall apply and these Conditions of Award shall be interpreted in accordance with them.

6. Change of Circumstances.   Given that all Awards are means tested and that funds are limited, parents are under an obligation to inform the Bursar as soon as possible of any change in circumstances such that less support might be required.  (This Condition does not apply to the award of a Scholarship.)

7. Re-assessment of Need.  The Bursar may from time to time write to ask parents to re-submit a Confidential Statement of Financial Circumstances (the Blue Form) so that the School may re-assess or confirm parents’ needs for support.  (This Condition does not apply to the award of a Scholarship.)
8. Confidentiality.   The Award is a confidential matter between parents and the School and must not be discussed with anyone else under any circumstances.  (Within the School only the Chairman of the Governors, the Governing Body, the Headmaster, the Bursar and relevant Bursary Staff are aware of the award of a Bursary.  The Registrar is additionally aware of the award of a Scholarship.)

9. Repayment of Bursarial Support.   Should the parent(s’)’s circumstances improve beyond the point where bursarial support is no longer required, parents are requested to consider re-imbursing the School so that bursarial funds may be applied elsewhere.  (This Condition does not apply to the award of a Scholarship.)
